DISCUSSION: The Tree City Committee met last week.

Cline came to council on behalf of the Tree City Committee with their decision/recommendation on the
species of trees they would like in the downtown area. Cline presented council with images of the
Goldspire Ginko Tree and the Crimson Sentry Maple Tree. Through the committee’s research and
discussion, they decided to recommend these two species of trees. There was discussion of their height,
dropping of leaves and roots systems.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO
AGREEMENT WITH ASPEN ENERGY CORP. TO PROVIDE CONSULTING
SERVICES RELATED TO CONSIDERATION OF AN ELECTRICITY AGGREGATION
PROGRAM

WHEREAS, Aspen Energy Corp. is certified with the Public Utilities Commission of Ohio
as a broker and aggregator; and,

WHEREAS, Aspen Energy Corp. has the necessary expertise to investigate, evaluate
and, if warranted, accomplish the required tasks to implement any alternative electricity
supply for the benefit of Village of Millersburg, Holmes County, Ohio; and

WHEREAS, the Council of the Village of Millersburg believes it is in the best interests of
the Village to authorize Aspen Energy Corp. to act as its electricity consultant.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the Village of Millersburg,
Holmes County, Ohio, as follows:

SECTION 1.

That the Council of the Village of Millersburg hereby authorizes the Village Administrator
of the Village to enter into an agreement with Aspen Energy Corp. to act as its agent and
electricity broker, as set forth on the attached agreement.

SECTION 2.

Potential approval of an eleciricity aggregation supply agreement through Aspen Energy
Corp. shall require additional action by this Council.

SECTION 3.

This Council finds and declares that all formal action concerning and relating to the
adoption of this Resolution occurred in an open meeting of this Council or its Committees,
in compliance with law.

SECTION 4.

This Resolution shall take effect and be in full force from and after the earliest date
allowed by law.



Notice of this Resolution shall be published in the Wooster Daily Record and/or the
Holmes County Bargain Hunter once per week for two (2) consecutive weeks as required
by the Ohio Revised Code.
